Over $1 Million in Scholarship Assistance
For the past 60 years, BayPort Credit Union has supported funding student educational pursuits. And over that time,  
it has awarded more than $1 million in scholarships. Today, the credit union’s philanthropic arm, the BayPort Foundation,  
continues the focus of educational scholarships by providing over $90,000 in scholarships annually to member students 
in surrounding local communities.
